Creating a Book Review:
1. Read the book. 

2. Your job is to convey the MAIN IDEA and MOOD of the book and MAKE THE AUDIENCE WANT TO READ the book. While conveying the plot and characters from your book through providing the BASICS, you should also try to engage your reader by giving vivid descriptions and including quotes, analysis and opinions!
The four most important elements to convey are: 

1. The main character (protagonist):  WHO is the main character? 

2. The setting;  WHERE does the story take place? 

3. The conflict:  WHAT is the problem the main character must solve 

4. The mood: HOW does the story make the reader feel? 
3. Lesser concepts you may include if you wish: 

1. The antagonist(s)  :WHO are they and what is their conflict with the main character? 

2. The turning point, climax (only HINT at this - DO NOT GIVE AWAY THE ENDING!!!) WHAT is the most exciting part?
4. Three Top Tips: 

1. Your book review doesn’t have to be extremely long.  Somewhere around a page is sufficient, as long as you are including both general character/plot summary as well as opinions.
2. Have a voice!  We don’t want to hear a computer voice or a boring adult perspective; we want to know what you really think of the book!

3. Make your book trailer visually appealing.  This means typing it, double spaced and even including images.

Key points to remember: 

1. End with a “cliff-hanger” – make the reader WANT to know what happens to the main character 

2. Use foreshadowing, but … 

3. DO NOT GIVE AWAY THE ENDING!! 

4. Use images and that are in keeping with the MOOD of the book.
